Dog Body Language 
Slide 1: 
· Dogs have feelings just like us and they can be happy, sad, worried, wanting to play or wanting to be left alone, just like you do. 
· Dogs actually give us lots of clues about how they are feeling if we know what to look for. 
· You can tell how the dog is feeling by his body language.

· Lets review some of the body language from the video that shows a dog is stressed, worried or afraid: 
· In this picture the dogs ears are pulled back and flatted. Normal dogs ears are upright so that they can hear different sounds around them.

· In this picture the dog is licking his lips, mouth or nose because he is nervous

· In this picture the puppy has hard eyes and is starring because he is worried.

Slide 6: 
· In this picture you can see the white part of the dogs eyes. This is called a “whale eye” also called a half moon eye. This dog is nervous or unsure. 
· This is a danger sign!
· Other danger signs include teeth showing, lips curled back or growling and snarling.

· In this picture the dog is yawning. Not because he is tired but because he is stressed.

· In this picture the dogs tail is stiff and tucked between his legs because he is nervous and afraid.

· A wagging tail is NOT ALWAYS an indication the dog is feeling friendly - does not always mean you are safe to interact with the dog 
· Most basic meaning: the dog is alert and willing to engage 
· Except: 
· Circle tail: almost always friendly/happy 
· Tucked tail: almost always fearful
